Tzom Tammuz (Fast of Tammuz): 

 

Exodus 33:11-14,34:1-10. 

11 YHWH spoke to Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend. He turned again 
into the camp, but his servant Joshua, the son of Nun, a young man, didn’t depart out of 
the Tent.  

 
12 \Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnestLOW”\. The Promise of ELOHIM's Presence. .\Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnest”\. 

Moses said to YHWH, “Behold, you tell me, ‘Bring up this people:’ and you haven’t let me 
know whom you will send with me. Yet you have said, ‘I know you by name, and you 
have also found favor in my sight.’ 
13 Now therefore, if I have found favor in your sight, please show me now your ways, that 
I may know you, so that I may find favor in your sight: and consider that this nation is 
your people.” 
14 He said, “My presence will go with you, and I will give you rest.”

YHWH said to Moses, “Chisel two stone tablets like the first: and I will write on the 
tablets the words that were on the first tablets, which you broke. 
2 Be ready by the morning, and come up in the morning to Mount Sinai, and present 
yourself there to me on the top of the mountain. 
3 No one shall come up with you; neither let anyone be seen throughout all the 
mountain; neither let the flocks nor herds feed before that mountain.” 
4 He chiseled two tablets of stone like the first; and Moses rose up early in the morning, 
and went up to Mount Sinai, as YHWH had commanded him, and took in his hand two 
stone tablets. 
5 YHWH descended in the cloud, and stood with him there, and proclaimed the name of 
YHWH! 
6 YHWH passed by before him, and proclaimed, “YHWH! YHWH, a merciful and 
gracious ELOHIM, slow to anger, and abundant in loving kindness and truth, 
7 keeping loving kindness for thousands, forgiving iniquity and disobedience and sin; 
and that will by no means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the 
children, and on the children’s children, on the third and on the fourth generation.” 
8 Moses hurried and bowed his head toward the earth, and worshiped. 
9 He said, “If now I have found favor in your sight, ADONAI, please let ADONAI go in 
the midst of us; although this is a stiff-necked people; pardon our iniquity and our sin, 
and take us for your inheritance.”  

 
10 \Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnestLOW”\. The Covenant Renewed. .\Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnest”\. 

He said, “Behold, I make a covenant: before all your people I will do marvels, such as 
have not been worked in all the earth, nor in any nation; and all the people among which 
you are shall see the work of YHWH; for it is an awesome thing that I do with you. 

 

Isaiah 55:6-to-end,56:1-8. 

6 Seek YHWH while he may be found; call you on him while he is near: 
7 let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts; and let him 
return to YHWH, and he will have mercy on him; and to our ELOHIM, for he will 
abundantly pardon.

8 “For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways,” says YHWH! 
9 “For as the heavens are higher than the earth,  so are my ways higher than your ways,  
and my thoughts than your thoughts. 
10 For as the rain comes down and the snow from the sky,  and doesn’t return there, but 
waters the earth,  and makes it bring forth and bud,  and gives seed to the sower and 
bread to the eater; 
11 so shall my word be that goes forth out of my mouth:  it shall not return to me void,  
but it shall accomplish that which I please,  and it shall prosper in the thing I sent it to 
do. 
12 For you shall go out with joy,  and be led forth with peace: the mountains and the hills 
shall break forth before you into singing; and all the trees of the fields shall clap their 
hands. 
13 Instead of the thorn shall come up the fir tree; and instead of the brier shall come up 
the myrtle tree: and it shall be to YHWH for a name, for an everlasting sign that shall not 
be cut off.” 

1 \Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnestLOW”\. Salvation for the Gentiles. .\Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnest”\. 

Thus says YHWH, “Keep justice, and do righteousness; for my salvation [yeshuah-ti] is 
near to come, and my righteousness to be revealed. 
2 Blessed is the man who does this, and the son of man who holds it fast; who keeps the 
Sabbath from profaning it, and keeps his hand from doing any evil.” 
3 Neither let the foreigner, who has joined himself to YHWH, speak, saying, “YHWH will 
surely separate me from his people;” neither let the eunuch say, “Behold, I am a dry 
tree.” 
4 For thus says YHWH, “To the eunuchs who keep my Sabbaths, and choose the things 
that please me, and hold fast my covenant: 
5 to them I will give in my house and within my walls a memorial and a name better than 
of sons and of daughters; I will give them an everlasting name, that shall not be cut off. 
6 Also the foreigners who join themselves to YHWH, to minister to him, and to love the 
name of YHWH, to be his servants, everyone who keeps the Sabbath from profaning it, 
and holds fast my covenant; 
7 even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of 
prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted on my altar; for my 
house shall be called a house of prayer for all peoples.” 
8 ADONAI YHWH, who gathers the outcasts of Israel, says, “Yet will I gather others to 
him, besides his own who are gathered.”
