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Day 238.  25-August Daily Reading (Prophets and Writings). 
 

1 Chronicles 24. 

1 \Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnestLOW”\. The Divisions of the Priests. .\Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnest”\. 

These were the divisions of the sons of Aaron. The sons of Aaron: Nadab and Abihu, 
Eleazar and Ithamar. 
2 But Nadab and Abihu died before their father, and had no children: therefore Eleazar 
and Ithamar executed the priest’s office. 
3 David with Zadok of the sons of Eleazar, and Ahimelech of the sons of Ithamar, divided 
them according to their ordering in their service. 
4 There were more chief men found of the sons of Eleazar than of the sons of Ithamar; 
and they were divided like this: of the sons of Eleazar there were sixteen, heads of 
fathers’ houses; and of the sons of Ithamar, according to their fathers’ houses, eight. 
5 Thus were they divided impartially by drawing lots; for there were princes of the 
sanctuary, and princes of ELOHIM, both of the sons of Eleazar, and of the sons of 
Ithamar. 
6 Shemaiah the son of Nethanel the scribe, who was of the Levites, wrote them in the 
presence of the king, and the princes, and Zadok the priest, and Ahimelech the son of 
Abiathar, and the heads of the fathers’ households of the priests and of the Levites; one 
fathers’ house being taken for Eleazar, and one taken for Ithamar. 
7 Now the first lot came forth to Jehoiarib, the second to Jedaiah, 
8 the third to Harim, the fourth to Seorim, 
9 the fifth to Malchijah, the sixth to Mijamin, 
10 the seventh to Hakkoz, the eighth to Abijah, 
11 the ninth to Yeshua, the tenth to Shecaniah, 
12 the eleventh to Eliashib, the twelfth to Jakim, 
13 the thirteenth to Huppah, the fourteenth to Jeshebeab, 
14 the fifteenth to Bilgah, the sixteenth to Immer, 
15 the seventeenth to Hezir, the eighteenth to Happizzez, 
16 the nineteenth to Pethahiah, the twentieth to Jehezkel, 
17 the twenty-first to Jachin, the twenty-second to Gamul, 
18 the twenty-third to Delaiah, the twenty-fourth to Maaziah. 
19 This was their ordering in their service, to come into the house of YHWH according to 
the ordinance given to them by Aaron their father, as YHWH, the ELOHIM of Israel, had 
commanded him.

Of the rest of the sons of Levi: of the sons of Amram, Shubael; of the sons of Shubael, 
Jehdeiah. 
21 Of Rehabiah: of the sons of Rehabiah, Isshiah the chief. 
22 Of the Izharites, Shelomoth; of the sons of Shelomoth, Jahath. 
23 The sons of Hebron: Jeriah, Amariah the second, Jahaziel the third, Jekameam the 
fourth. 
24 The sons of Uzziel, Micah; of the sons of Micah, Shamir. 
25 The brother of Micah, Isshiah; of the sons of Isshiah, Zechariah. 
26 The sons of Merari: Mahli and Mushi; the sons of Jaaziah: Beno. 
27 The sons of Merari: of Jaaziah, Beno, and Shoham, and Zaccur, and Ibri. 
28 Of Mahli: Eleazar, who had no sons. 
29 Of Kish; the sons of Kish: Jerahmeel. 
30 The sons of Mushi: Mahli, and Eder, and Jerimoth. These were the sons of the Levites 
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after their fathers’ houses. 
31 These likewise cast lots even as their brothers the sons of Aaron in the presence of 
David the king, and Zadok, and Ahimelech, and the heads of the fathers’ households of 
the priests and of the Levites; the fathers’ households of the chief even as those of his 
younger brother. 

 

Zechariah 10. 

1 \Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnestLOW”\. Restoration of Judah and Israel. .\Vce=Speaker=“LeslieEarnest”\. 

Ask of YHWH rain in the spring time,  YHWH who makes storm clouds,  and he gives 
rain showers to everyone for the plants in the field. 
2 For the teraphim have spoken vanity,  and the diviners have seen a lie;  and they have 
told false dreams.  They comfort in vain.  Therefore they go their way like sheep.  They 
are oppressed, because there is no shepherd. 
3 My anger is kindled against the shepherds,  and I will punish the male goats;  For 
YHWH of Hosts has visited his flock, the house of Judah,  and will make them as his 
majestic horse in the battle. 
4 From him will come forth the cornerstone,  from him the nail,  from him the battle 
bow,  from him every ruler together. 
5 They shall be as mighty men,  treading down muddy streets in the battle;  and they 
shall fight, because YHWH is with them;  and the riders on horses will be confounded. 
6 “I will strengthen the house of Judah,  and I will save the house of Joseph,  and I will 
bring them back;  for I have mercy on them;  and they will be as though I had not cast 
them off:  for I am YHWH their ELOHIM, and I will hear them. 
7 Ephraim will be like a mighty man,  and their heart will rejoice as through wine;  yes, 
their children will see it, and rejoice.  Their heart will be glad in YHWH! 
8 I will signal for them, and gather them;  for I have redeemed them;  and they will 
increase as they have increased. 
9 I will sow them among the peoples;  and they will remember me in far countries;  and 
they will live with their children, and will return. 
10 I will bring them again also out of the land of Egypt,  and gather them out of Assyria;  
and I will bring them into the land of Gilead and Lebanon;  and there won’t be room 
enough for them. 
11 He will pass through the sea of affliction,  and will strike the waves in the sea,  and all 
the depths of the Nile will dry up;  and the pride of Assyria will be brought down,  and 
the scepter of Egypt will depart. 
12 I will strengthen them in YHWH;  and they will walk up and down in his name,” says 
YHWH!

The proverbs of Solomon.  A wise son makes a glad father;  but a foolish son brings grief 
to his mother. 
2 Treasures of wickedness profit nothing,  but righteousness delivers from death. 
3 YHWH will not allow the soul of the righteous to go hungry,  but he thrusts away the 
desire of the wicked. 
4 He becomes poor who works with a lazy hand,  but the hand of the diligent brings 
wealth. 
5 He who gathers in summer is a wise son,  but he who sleeps during the harvest is a son 
who causes shame. 
6 Blessings are on the head of the righteous,  but violence covers the mouth of the 
wicked. 
7 The memory of the righteous is blessed,  but the name of the wicked will rot. 
8 The wise in heart accept commandments,  but a chattering fool will fall. 
9 He who walks blamelessly walks surely,  but he who perverts his ways will be found 
out. 
10 One winking with the eye causes sorrow,  but a chattering fool will fall. 
11 The mouth of the righteous is a spring of life,  but violence covers the mouth of the 
wicked. 
12 Hatred stirs up strife,  but love covers all wrongs. 
13 Wisdom is found on the lips of him who has discernment,  but a rod is for the back of 
him who is void of understanding. 
14 Wise men lay up knowledge,  but the mouth of the foolish is near ruin. 
15 The rich man’s wealth is his strong city.  The destruction of the poor is their poverty. 
16 The labor of the righteous leads to life.  The increase of the wicked leads to sin. 
17 He is in the way of life who heeds correction,  but he who forsakes reproof leads others 
astray. 
18 He who hides hatred has lying lips.  He who utters a slander is a fool. 
19 In the multitude of words there is no lack of disobedience,  but he who restrains his 
lips does wisely. 
20 The tongue of the righteous is like choice silver.  The heart of the wicked is of little 
worth. 
21 The lips of the righteous feed many,  but the foolish die for lack of understanding. 
22 YHWH’s blessing brings wealth,  and he adds no trouble to it. 
23 It is a fool’s pleasure to do wickedness,  but wisdom is a man of understanding’s 
pleasure. 
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24 What the wicked fear, will overtake them,  but the desire of the righteous will be 
granted. 
25 When the whirlwind passes, the wicked is no more;  but the righteous stand firm 
forever. 
26 As vinegar to the teeth, and as smoke to the eyes,  so is the sluggard to those who send 
him. 
27 The fear of YHWH prolongs days,  but the years of the wicked shall be shortened. 
28 The prospect of the righteous is joy,  but the hope of the wicked will perish. 
29 The way of YHWH is a stronghold to the upright,  but it is a destruction to the 
workers of iniquity. 
30 The righteous will never be removed,  but the wicked will not dwell in the land. 
31 The mouth of the righteous brings forth wisdom,  but the perverse tongue will be cut 
off. 
32 The lips of the righteous know what is acceptable,  but the mouth of the wicked is 
perverse.
